The church
serves 40 to 70 children who faithfully attend Sunday
school each week. Learning resources In the
province are very limited, so this TV will be a valuable
tool for teaching God’s Word through Bible videos,
songs, and visual lessons. It will help teachers
explain the Bible more clearly and keep children
engaged and joyful in learning. The total cost was
